The $5.646 million dollar project was primarily funded by two Federal Aviation Administration grants.  The first was for $3.5 million and the second for $1.8 million. As Bishop continues to improve and expand, it will draw increased business investment to our region and improve service for our community. Bishop’s success has always been one of my highest priorities and I will continue to work to help it serve our local communities and expand our economy for years to come.” The Michigan Department of Transportation also contributed $146,000, and   the Bishop International Airport Authority locally matched their funds with an additional $146,000.

With the addition of this deicing pad, we can reduce the chances of possible environmental impact (of both aircraft and pavement deicing) even more.    As always, we want to do all we can to prevent the exposure of storm water runoff to deicing fluid”.
